Vessel Traffic Services Delfzijl/Eemshaven

The roads of and approaches to Delfzijl/Eemshaven, as well as the
main fairways in the ports and adjacent harbour bassins are covered
by the VTS (excluding the entrance to the sea locks Delfzijl). This
system is mandatory for all seagoing vessels, except recreational
craft. The VTS consists of a Vessel Traffic System and an Informa-
tion System. Both facilities are located in the Harbour Co-ordination
Centre (HCC) ‘Eemsmonding’ and serves ports of both Delfzijl and
Eemshaven. The HCC is responsible for the plannig and co-ordination
of vessels traffic movements and has a direct line of communication
with the VTS through Knock Radar.
