Delete section 8-TSS Terschelling - German Bight and replace by: 

3 – TSS Maas West outer
Mariners are warned that off the end of the eastgoing traffic lane traffic streams, e.g. from 
the routes Texel to River Scheldt and Maas West to River Scheldt are merging or crossing.

4 – TSS Maas West inner
Mariners are warned that in this area traffic streams, e.g. from the routes Texel to River 
Scheldt and Maas West to River Scheldt, are merging or crossing. (Off the seaward entrance 
to ‘Maas West inner’ traffic separation scheme).
Off the seaward entrance to ‘Maas West inner’ traffic separation scheme – The precaution-
ary area ‘In the approaches to Hook of Holland’ should be avoided by passing traffic which 
is not entering or leaving the adjacent ports.

5 – TSS Maas North
Off the seaward entrance to TSS Maas North: The precautionary area ‘In the approaches to 
Hook of Holland’ should be avoided by passing traffic which is not entering or leaving the 
adjacent ports.

6 – TSS North Hinder North
Off the end of the southwestgoing traffic lane, traffic lanes merge.

7 – TSS Off Texel
Prohibited for certain classes of vessels (see section 2.3.4).

8 – TSS Terschelling - German Bight
Along TSS Terschelling-German Bight the following container vessels are at risk of losing 
containers and touching the seabed during heavy weather and high waves from a north to 
northwesterly direction:
�� Container vessels of 100-200m in length. With a wave height of more than 3.3m, masters 

must take appropriate measures and alter course if necessary to avoid broaching and 
coming abeam to the waves;

�� Container vessels of more than  200m in length. With a wave height over 4.5m, masters 
are recommended to follow an alternative route via TSS East Friesland.

Vessels approaching the eastern part of this TSS should keep an efficient lookout for ves-
sels restricted in their ability to manoeuvre heading south from TSS Jade Approach.

9 – TSS Jade approach
Within the territorial sea (i.e. the three-mile zone including the buoyed fairways of rivers 
Jade, Weser and Elbe beyond the three-mile zone) the Traffic Regulations for Navigable 
Waterways applies completely. The main point of divergence from the 1972 COLREG is the 
provision that vessels navigating in a fairway have the right-of-way over vessels entering or 
crossing that fairway, turning within that fairway, or leaving an anchorage or berth.
Within the area between the seaward border of the territorial waters (i.e. the twelve-mile 
zone) and the area mentioned above the Traffic Regulations for Navigable Waterways 
applies partly (e.g. regulations for vessels carrying dangerous goods obligation to certain 
vessels to take part in the reporting systems, etc).
Vessels navigating in TSS Jade Approach and bound for the inner German Bight shall be 
deemed to be right-of-way vessels provided that they must ride the tide while en-route 
from Lt vessel GB or from the deep-water anchorage to rivers Jade, Weser or Elbe and must 
exercise the right of way on account of draught constraints on the navigable waterway they 
are heading for.
Such vessels shall inform the VTS-centre German Bight via German Bight Traffic accord-
ingly. They shall be deemed ‘vessels restricted in their ability to manoeuvre’ in terms of 
COLREG 1972 rule 3(g) and shall exhibit the lights and shapes prescribed by COLREG rule 
27(b). Navigation on tidal waterways shall not be commenced unless an understanding has 
been reached with the competent VTS Centre to the effect that it will be possible to keep to 
the tidal navigation schedule drawn up by the competent Waterways and Shipping Office.
Safety broadcasts will be transmitted by German Bight Traffic in 15 minutes intervals when 
such right-of-way vessels are underway in TSS Jade Approach. These vessels will be accom-
panied by a shipping police vessel exhibiting a blue flashing light.
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
